The Concept

A city operated by profits of free enterprise,
not tax money. One of the great principles to
America’s strength is self reliance—not
government reliance.

An isolated city where inmates, parolees,
felon probationers (with qualification) and their
families can come together in a positive center
of learning, where residents help build their
own homes, churches, schools, roads,
shopping centers, industries and etc. Where
they elect their own mayor and council. Where
they sit on all screening committees in
assisting the stafl to decide which residents

are accepted or rejected.
Positive Center of
Learning

... where they are paid a fair wage to support
their families and get them off welfare. Where
they are required as part of the graduation
process to participate in community service
such as: Church, Lions Club, Toastmaster, Little
League, Boy Scouts, self-help programs,
marriage enrichment programs, as well as
develop an interest-accumulating restitution
fund for their victims. Where they pay rent, a flat
tax, and are allowed to build up equity in their
housing (not land) so that when they leave, they
will have a financial start. Once back into the
general population, the graduates will have an
alumni-type organization they can utilize, in
case they have problems they can't deal with,
Time & Size

This will be a long term project. at least three
to five years. Human behavior generally cannot
be changed in six months to a year in a halfway
house.

When the felon population (inotstaff and their
families), reaches 1,000, about 4 500 with their
families, a new city will be built in another state
and the Utah City will become the model and
training center for other cities throughout
America.

Governmental Structure

Residents will be organized with one
representative over 10 families, one over 20
families, one over 50, one over 100 and one
representative over 1,000 families. They will
elect their own mayor and council. A system of
checks and balances will be built into the
systern. Their goal will be to solve problems at
the lowest possible level, rather than have the
staff and the highest leadership of the residents

solve them at the top. According to our
Founding Fathers, America can solve mostofits
problems at the lowest possible level, rather
than at the top. Residents will never have
complete control of the city, but will be
encouraged to operate at the highest possible
level of their abilities.

Community Pride & Peer

Pressure

To start the city, the best parolees and their
families will be selected. The type of offender
selected will develop on an evolutionary basis,
They will be selected from prisons all over the
United States. with emphasis on the Westemn
States. Once the respectability and trust level is
developed with residents and the community,
where peer-pressure takes over, the
effectiveness of the project will be realized. It is
at that important point that we can dig deeper
into the prison systems and pull out the more
risky inmates. Inmates know clearly that they
must want the project more than anyone else
and prove it to a skeptical public. IFthey cannot,
it will not work! Inmates and their families have
been on our board of directors and advisory
committees since their inception three years
ago. It is imperative that residents’ input is uti-
lized every step of the way. To a great extentitis
their city and they will have a keyrole as to howit
is run and what philosophy is maintained.

Its Foundation

The felons and their families that have helped
design the concept realize the city should be
based on universal religions and moral
principles. They realize the need for a long term
positive center of learning in a type of safety
zone or nest, where they can be removed from
the poor adult examples produced by prison
and the general population while the healing
process takes place.

Benefits

Obviously, the benefits o our society are
inumerable, but we believe one of the greatest
benefits will come by strengthening the family.

Generation after generation of families that
set poor adult examples and produce criminal
offspring continue the process. Due to the
nature of our society, very little can be done to
change the dynamics of that process; however,
the City of Freedom project will change that. For
the first time, we can effectively deal with the
problems on the front end of the Criminal
Justice System (with the family) as well as on the
final end of the system (the adults).
